Safe and effective: Enhancing rainfall with

novel materials

The UAE Research Program for Rain Enhancement Science (UAEREP)
has been using core-shell NaCl-TiO2 (CNST) seeding material in its
cloud seeding operations, making the UAE the only country to do so.
Cloud seeding, a form of weather modification, enhances the natural
condensation and convection process in clouds by adding particles. It
is seen as a crucial tool for achieving water security in arid regions and
for climate change mitigation. The CNST seeding material used by the
UAE is composed of common salt and a small amount of titanium diox-
ide, both of which are safe for the environment and public health. Prof.
Linda Zou from Khalifa University has led research using nanotech-
nology to develop these cloud seeding materials. Her research showed
that these materials resulted in a 300% increase in large water droplet
concentration, critical for rainfall, compared to conventional seeding
materials.

Dubai Chambers, China's CCPIT
Tianjin sign MoU

Dubai Chambers has signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
with the China Council for the Promotion of International Trade Tian-
jin Sub-council (CCPIT Tianjin) to support Chinese investors' expan-
sion into Dubai and assist them in growing their businesses. The MOU
also aims to enhance Dubai-based companies' ability to enter the Chi-
nese market and establish business partnerships in Tianjin. The agree-
ment was signed by Mohammad Ali Rashed Lootah, President and CEO
of Dubai Chambers, and Chen Liyu, Vice Chairman of CCPIT Tianjin.
The move aligns with the Dubai Economic Agenda (D33), which aims
to double the size of Dubai's economy over the next decade.

UAE President and Chinese Premier discuss
